Aiming to bridge
the digital divide,
says Bhashini CEO

BHASHINI, INDIA'S LAN-
GUAGE database platform,
is working on collecting data
sets in regional languages,
which is essential to bridge
the digital divide and gaps in
terms of technology,Amitabh
Nag, chief executive officer of
Bhashini, told FE.

This assumes significance
as currently, large-language
models (LLMs) are mostly
restricted to the English lan-
guage to train generative Al
models. With Bhashini
investing to collect data in
regional languages, the gov-
ernment will be able to pro-
vide generative Al services to
people in their dialects.

“Bhashini has a lot of
expertise within itself. It
knows how to collect digital
data from the field because
we have spent about $6-7
million in collecting digital
datafor 22 Indian languages,
so that we can build AI mod-
els,” Nag said.

Among the use cases, cur-
rently, PM Kisan, which is
integrated with Bhashini,
offers chatbot supportinvar-
ious Indian languages.
Besides, the National Pay-
ment Corporation of India
(NPCI) has collaborated with
Bhashini to allow users to
make conversational pay-
ments through UPI in Indian
languages.

IIT Madras has also piloted
the Bhashini platform to

provide students with
access to courses in regional
languages.

What makes Bhashini dif-
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guage models is its ability to
understand scenic text,hand-
writing,and printed texts.

“Multimodality is still not
there in large language mod-
els. Bhashini can understand
computer text, it can
understand voice, it can give
you an output on voice, it
can give you output on text,”
Nag said.

Besides working on col-
lecting datasets in Indian lan-
guages, Bhashini is offering
real-time translation from
one language to another,
machine translation APIs to
developers for integration,
and speech recognition/
synthesis.

The government-owned
platform is being used by
over 20 organisations across
industry and government,
whereas the impact on peo-
pleis huge.

ward for Bhashini, Nag said:
“The focus currently is to
increase its adoption. We
would, perhaps, unmute the
roadmaps as we see an
increase in adoption.”

Bhashini is expected to
play a key role in India’s AI
mission, data sets platform,
and help the government in
creating a large repository of
data sets, which will help
companies and researchers to
train their Al models.

On plans to monetise the
initiative, Nag said that cur-
rently, there is no such plan
but to create an
impact for which Bhashini
was started.

However, going forward,
based on demand and adop-
tion, it might getintoa model
where it will be able to just
cover its cost, being a Section
8 non-profit organisation.

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E-retail market likely
to cross $160 bn in
India by 2028: Report

E-RETAIL IN INDIA is expected
to surge past the $160-billion
(over13 trillion)markby 2028,
areportreleased by Bain & Com-
pany in collaboration with Flip-
kart said on Wednesday.

The e-retail market is
expected tobe around §57-60
billion (¥4.75 trillion-I5tril-
lion) in 2023, with an annual
shopper base of around 240
million, representing an
annual addition of $8-12 bil-
lion since 2020.

“Long-term fundamentals
of India’s e-retail industry,
including affordable data,
improved logistics and fintech
infrastructure and strong digi-
tal consumer ecosystems
remain intact,” Bain’s innova-
tion & design capability area,
partnerand globalleader,Arpan
Sheth said in a statement.

“The market is expected to

rebound to 23-25% growth
levels, surging beyond $160
billion by 2028,” the state-
ment said.

The e-retail market is poised
to grow in the coming years,
with online spending currently
only 5-6% of total retail spend-
ingin India,compared with the
US where it is 23-249%, and
35% in China,indicating mas-
sive headroom for growth.

According to the report, the
majority of India’s retail spend
(94-95%) continues to be
offline, with general trade
accounting for 87% of the
overall retail spend.

“As GDP per capita contin-
ues to increase, especially
beyond $4,000, it is expected
to drive a sharp rise in online
spending, as spend per
shopper on discretionary
products increases,” the
report said.At present, the per
capita income is around
$2,600 in the country.
