TWENTY-SEVEN MEMBERS
of the banned Communist
Party of India (Maoist),includ-
ing its general secretary Nam-
bala Keshava Rao alias
Basavaraju (70), were killed in
an encounter with security
forces in Abujhmad area of
Chhattisgarh’s Narayanpur
district on Wednesday morn-
ing. A jawan from the District
Reserve Guard (DRG) was also
killed in the faceoff.

The encounter is the latest
ina series of anti-Naxal opera-
tions undertaken by security
forces in Chhattisgarh, and
comesagainst the backdrop of
